Measure Z Orleans Cannabis Cleanup Phase |

Narrative Description of Project

Note: This project will have two phases. We are currently requesting Measure Z funding for Phase |I.

Background: California accounts for more than 90% of illegal U.S. marijuana farming on thousands of sites hidden deep
inside forested federal land and behind fences on private land. There are at least 15,000 cannabis grows in Humboldt
County, with only 2300 applying for permits. In the remote north eastern corner of the county, Orleans is known to have
a large percentage of the total number.

Existing damage to our watersheds due to unregulated cannabis cultivation is at crisis levels in several ways. Poisoned
drinking water and the destruction fish and wildlife habitat are a few of the many concerns. Compromised water sources
represent a clear public safety issue in terms of drinking water. This same water impacts the creeks which feed the
Klamath River potentially effecting the river’s already suffering fisheries as well as public safety related to use of the
river. While many grow sites have been abandoned, the infrastructure and ongoing damage remains. Cannabis
cultivation practices have included land conversion (clearcuts), water diversions, and the use of banned herbicides,
pesticides, rodenticides, and other environmental contaminants.

Phase | of the Cannabis Cleanup Project will provide the planning, design, and prioritization necessary to implement
environmental cleanup on from 15 to 20 abandoned grow sites in the Orleans area, on both private and public lands.
Phase | will begin with outreach in the community, GIS exercises, and, in collaboration with the USFS, reconnaissance
hikes on public land to determine potential abandoned grow sites. Initial site visits will result in photo documentation,
soil tests and water quality tests where applicable, and written descriptions of sites. Water and soil tests represent a
large portion of the budget for this project due to high lab costs.

Prioritization of sites for remediation will take place based on proximity to streams and domestic water sources, extent
of soil or water damage, extent of invasive species, and other visual evidence of ecosystem damage or wildlife habitat
degradation. Following prioritization of sites, MKWC staff will work with stakeholders and partners, including private
property owners, the USFS Orleans Ranger District and the Karuk Tribe Department of Natural Resources, to design
specific individualized remediation projects to be implemented with a second round of funding.

Phase | also includes a small but key implementation pilot project at an already identified site on private land directly
adjacent to Pearch Creek in Orleans. The adjacent landowner recently acquired the parcel specifically to clean up the
damaged grow site. The landower has a clear idea of the tasks required for restoration of this site. They will include soil
testing, water testing, restoring riparian canopy with native plant establishment and invasive plant removal. This cleanup
will involve community volunteerism and will be a chance for neighbors and the community to get hands-on experience
on the restoration activities that will likely need to continue for decades in this region.

Please note that this project is scalable. A lesser amount of funding would still accomplish an important first step for this
critical restoration need. It would also assist as leverage, as we look for other sources of support,
